New Photo ID Law Works to Suppress Your Vote


(It’s true, we’re not just trying to get you to read this newsletter…)





During our precinct training sessions during the month of February, party officers distributed information and discussed the new “Voter ID” law passed by the Republican majority in the General Assembly last year. This law is currently being challenged in federal court, and a decision is expected before the May 2 Primary.  However, if it is upheld you will need a state or federally issued photo ID in order to vote from now on.  Some specifics:





The Photo ID must:


Be a document issued by the United States Government or the State of Indiana;


Show the name of the voter, and the name must conform to the name on the voter’s registration record;


Contain a photograph of the voter; and


Include an expiration date showing that the photo ID has not expired or that it expired after the date of the most recent general election.





This law applies to anyone who votes at the polls or votes early in the Clerk’s Office, but does not apply if you vote by absentee mail or by traveling board at your home. 





We’ll stay in touch on this issue…but be prepared with an ID on May 2!
